13 %" x 3 ¥2 * cotton print fabric
for body + a 5” square of same
fabric

13 ¥ * x 6” fabric for face
Small piece of felt
1 lady’s sock for hat

1” wide strip of dyed
cheesecloth for scarf

5” square of heavy cardboard
Decorative button (optional)
1” doll shoes

Cotton covered polyester thread
to match fabrics

Strong thread (to sew on shoes)

Hand sewing needles

Strong glue such as UHU Power
Mechanical pencil
Zig Millennium pen (or pigma pen) in brown

Prismacolour (Karismacolour) pencils — Sienna Brown, Cream, White,
Pink, 3 colours for eyes, Scarlet Lake

White and black gel pens

White acrylic paint and toothpick (optional)
Spray fixative

Stuffing

Haemostats

Seam together the 13 %2 “x 3 %2 “cotton print fabric for body and the 13 2
“x 6” flesh fabric with right sides together (RST) along the 13%" length.
Open out the seamed fabric. Press the seam down toward the body.
Fold the strip in half, matching the seams, RST.

Trace the body pattern onto the wrong side of the doubled fabric, making
sure the join of the fabrics matches the line on the pattern. (If you wish to
use the face template you may wish to trace it onto the right side of the
fabric before sewing — just make sure the face is lined up with the body
pattern or your face will be out of place). Sew directly on the traced line,
leaving the bottom open. Cut out using a " seam allowance along the
sewn line and directly on the line at the open end. Turn right side out.

Cut the circle for the base out of cardboard. Trace the cardboard circle
on the 5” square of body fabric and cut out circle out of fabric adding a ¥4’



seam allowance.

Sew a gathering stitch around the circle in the middle of the seam
allowance. Place the cardboard circle on the wrong side of the centre of
the fabric circle. Pull the gathering stitches until the fabric gathers around
the cardboard. Knot off gathering thread to secure.

Stuff the body as firmly as possible. Turn
under ¥s“at the bottom of the body and pin
the fabric covered cardboard circle to the
bottom of the body. At this point you may
wish to sneak some further bits of stuffing in
by removing pins wherever she needs more
stuffing.

Hand stitch the body to the base using a
ladder stitch.

Draw a face as desired or trace my template
using a mechanical pencil. Shade in the
dark areas of the face with Burnt Sienna,
highlight medium areas with cream and
highlight the highest areas of the face with
white. See the picture at right for where
these shades and highlights should go. The
left hand side of the photo is a diagram of
the shading and highlight placement and the
right hand side is the finished product.

Colour the iris of the eyes using three
colours and dot the pupil with the black gel
pen. Use the white gel pen to colour the
whites of the eyes. Colour the cheeks with pink to give her a good blush.

Outline the mouth with a brown pigma pen. Colour the top and bottom lip
with a pink pencil and darken the upper lip with Scarlet Lake. Colour her

teeth with white gel pen and darken the cavity of her mouth with the black
gel pen. Highlight the middle of the bottom lip with white gel pen.

Outline the eyes, the eyebrows and the nostrils with the brown pigma
pen.

Dot the highlight of the eyes with a toothpick and a bit of white acrylic
paint or use your whit gel pen if you prefer.

Seal the face with a spray fixative.

Cut a strip of cheesecloth (I dyed mine with Jacquard’s Dye-na Flow)
about 1” wide and approximately 18” long. Wrap it around Pinelope’s
neck, tie in a knot and tack in place. Trim the length for the look you

want.

You may wish to use a ballpoint needle in your sewing machine and a
triple stitch for making the hat — this makes sewing on knits easier.

Turn the lady’s sock inside out. Trace the hat pattern onto the wrong side
of the flattened lady’s sock (this gives you doubled fabric). Sew along the
front of the hat (the solid line on the pattern). Cut out usinga ”seam



allowance along the sewn line and directly on the line at the open side.
Turn right sides out. Fold the hat in half (so that the ear flaps are
together) with RST. Sew along the back seam usinga ”seam
allowance. Turn right sides out. Sew on a decorative button at a jaunty
angle if you wish and tack hat firmly to the dolls head.

7. Cutthe back of the 1” doll shoes right off. It might be tough to cut them,
but you can do it. Stuff what is left of the shoe with a bit of stuffing. Glue
the shoe edges using a strong glue. Pin the shoes to the bottom of the
doll by turning under the cut edge slightly and making sure the shoes rest
flat on the table. Using a strong thread ladder stitch the shoe to the doll’'s
body along the sides and tongue of the shoe. | couldn’t sew through the
vinyl edging at the bottom of the shoe, so just glued the bottom bit to the
body.

8. Cut a strip of felt ¥4'wide by 9 ¥2"long for the strap of her thimble satchel.
Trace the satchel pattern onto doubled felt*. Sew around the curve. Cut
out leavinga " seam allowance. Turn right sides out. Glue the strap so
that it wraps around the bottom of the satchel. When it is dry tack the
strap to the doll's shoulder overlapping the cut edges at her shoulder.
Tack the strap again to the body near the satchel itself.

*Please Note that you may need to enlarge the satchel pattern if you
have a bigger thimble than | do.
